Refugees in India

From historical times, the meaning of a refugee as understood in
common parfance has not changed much; what has been varying from one
situation to another are the factors which cause refugee situations and the
manner in which refugees are received and treated. In traditional Indian society,
a refugee was a fleeing stranger in need of sanctuary, someone who was
recelved and treated as a guest. Some refugees were integrated in the recelving
soclety while others may have chosen to return to their homes after a period of
time.! The Constitution of India confers rights on two categories namely citizens
andpersons. While citizens enjoy the protection of all the fundamental rights, the
rights for all persons are comparatively restricted. The response to refugee
protection in India has been contributed to a great extent by the expansion of the
scope of Article 217 of the Constitution of India. It permits any person including a
refugee to claim that the action against him is not a fair, just and reasonable
procedure.

Also, the principles of International law relating to the protection of
refugees are 1o be respected in the national scenario by virtue of Article 51% of
the Constitution of India. Although this provision is notenforceable before courts
yet courts can rely upon it to introduce international human rights standards into
domestic situations.
